of Staff, Session, and various committees.

e (Collaborate with the Pastor/Head of Staff, Christian Education Committee, and other
volunteers on a strategic plan for the spiritual formation of persons of all ages.

¢ (Collaborate with the Pastor/Head of Staff and Christian Education Committee on
promoting and developing parent and other adult involvement with children and youth.

e Acquire and adapt curriculum materials to address the specific needs of the
congregation.

¢ Identify and develop opportunities for the participation of children and youth in
worship in coordination with the chair of the Worship Committee.

e Encourage, promote, and participate in spiritual development/renewal opportunities
such as youth retreats, conferences, and mission trips.

e Preach approximately 12 Sundays per year.
